Sun Safety: Skin Cancer Prevention, Education,
and Screening

To address the rapid increase in skin cancer
incidence, the Sun Safety project will pilot a
collaborative effort within Linn County. The project
takes a multi-faceted approach that focuses on
prevention through awareness and education while
providing skin cancer screening and early detection
opportunities. A social media and marketing
campaign will target children and young adults,
while also reaching adults could influence children
and young adults’ exposure to ultraviolet radiation
(UVR) from both sunlight and artificial sources such
as tanning beds.
